We have both been pruning by hand over winter and we only just   
finished in the first week in September  We are continuing to convert the vine-
yard to biodynamics over spring with the aim of improving our soil fertility and 
highlighting the distinctive flavours in our fruit and wine. 

Now the pruning is done for another year, there have been a number of  
maintenance jobs to do; planting replacement cuttings, weeding, fertilising,  
checking the irrigation system is working ok, cleaning blocked drippers,  
unclipping foliage wires before bud burst and so the list goes on…. 

Spring has definitely arrived in Sinclair’s Gully. The chardonnay vines have  
already started to bud with the first leaf already open. The wattles are in full 
flower and the wildflowers are starting to bloom, with some of the native orchids 
and lilies just flowering.
